- Using a large flat brush doubleloaded with Blue Haze and Blue Mist, fill in theyklmnd on the surface. |
leaned the brush handle and made a slip-slap motion, flipping the bristles from one siaehertteecreate
a mottled background.

When the background is dry, float the edge with Blue Haze.
Transfer the pattern as needed.

Drybrush (stencil) stars onto the background with Marigold.
Basecoat the bottom section of the heart with Khaki Tan.
Basecoat the cat (not the muzzle) with Marigold.

Basecoat the muzzle with Buttermilk.

Shade the cat and muzzle with Milk Chocolate.

Use the color comb loaded with a thinned mix of Marigold + Moon Yellow (1:1) to begingattarfirst
layer of fur. Lightly stroke over the entire cat and paws (not the muzzle)y tGa strokes over the shaded
edges. Refer to the photo for the direction in which to paint the fur strokes.

Using the color comb loaded with thinned Titanium White, add the first layer of dlestto the muzzle.
Basecoat the eyes with Lamp Black.

Basecoat the nose with Antique Rose.

Thin a mix of Marigold + Milk Chocolate to add some darker fur around the eyes, mouth, and paws.

Work in another layer on top of the others, this time using Marigold + Moon Yellow. This shenttitbe
darker fur into the rest.

Using the 18/0 liner with thinned Lamp Black, add the lashes on the eyes.

The next layer of fur for the cat is added using thinned Moon Yellow. Tip the brigteButtermilk to
lighten and highlight the fur around the ears, eyebrows, and paws.

Using Titanium White, float highlights and add the comma strokes and dots in the eyes.
Shade the nose with Rookwood Red.
Mix a touch of Antique Rose with a touch of Titanium White to highlight the top of the nose.

Add another layer of Titanium White fur on the muzzle. Be sure to bring the fur over thefeldge
muzzle to create the fuzzy appearance.

Shade around the eyes, nose, and edges of the muzzle near the mouth, underneath the mouth and on the

bottom edge of the paws with Dark Chocolate.

Shade the bottom section of the heart (on the Khaki Tan area) and float lines to simatgeain with
Dark Chocolate.

Touch up the fur where needed after the shading is in place.

Load the liner with thinned Dark Chocolate, tip the brush into Lamp Black and then dragghedocreate
whiskers. Dab the tip of the brush at the base of the whiskers.

Using the liner and thinned Moon Yellow + Buttermilk, add a few lighter stands ofrbamdthe tips of
the ears, top of the head, and tops of the paws.

Finishing:
Spray a couple light coats of Krylon to seal the project.
Drill holes where indicated on the pattern.
Cut 1 piece of wire about 6” long and one piece about 12" long. Curl the 12” piece.
Thread the 6” wire through the center of the curled 12” piece. Stretch the tegtwbe the same length.
Thread both ends through from back to front of each hole. Curl the ends separately.
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
